Are You Intuitive?

1. Do you know what something is despite little time to see it properly? Intuitive skill = Perceptual closure 
on insufficient time 

 
2. Can you identify something you haven’t seen clearly? Intuitive skill = Perceptual closure on 

insufficient definition 
 

3. Are you good at finding Waldo? Intuitive skill = Perceptual recognition 
 

4. Can you distinguish elements flashed before you? Intuitive skill = Positive perceptual discrimination 
 

5. Can you identify what wasn’t flashed before you? Intuitive skill = Negative perceptual discrimination 
 

6. Can you put various items together in your mind’s eye to construct a whole? Intuitive skill = Synthesis 
or “Gestalt” insight 

 
7. Can you time three-minute eggs without a clock? Intuitive skill = Time-flow estimation or protension 

 
8. Can you take in a whole scene quickly and remember details? Intuitive skill = Retrieval of memory or 

“quick memory 
 

9. Are you are good at generating images spontaneously? Intuitive skill = Passive imagination 
 

10. Can you identify things you have never seen before? Intuitive skill = Psycho-osmosis 
 

11. Can you look at a cloud and have many images come to mind? Intuitive skill = Active imagination 
 

12. Can you anticipate what happens next? Intuitive skill = Anticipation or foresight 
 

13. Have you always known the ideal time to strike*? Intuitive skill = Optimal timing of intervention 
*Strike = intervene, buy the stock, sell the stock, attack on the battlefield, know when to hold ‘em, when 
to fold ‘em, when to walk away, when to run 

 
14. Are you good at hunches? Intuitive skill = the hunch 

 
15. Do you know the best way to figure something out? Intuitive skill = the choice of best method 

 
16. Do you know how to apply a discovery? Intuitive skill = the choice of best application of a discovery 

 
17. Can you divine the causes of things? Intuitive skill = Hindsight that uses empathy and identification  

 
18. Are you good at detective work? Do you know what elements fit together? And 19. Can you look at a 

picture and know what elements don’t fit? Intuitive skills = associative and dissociative 
matching/synthesis of cognitions 

 
20. Can you see the meaning of symbols? Intuitive skill = Seeing meaning 
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
